In ordertoconnectpowertoeachcomponent,the six(6)
enclosedwires mustbeconnectedto thewiringpostslocatedonthe
undersideofthegasstationandthe activationbutton. WiresfromportsA-C
controlthecar operation. Wiresfrom ports D-Econtrol the lights. Follow
thediagramshownto makethecorrectconnections.

CAROPERATION LIGHTS
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Final Touches: : To protectpartoftherooftopsignfrombreakingduringtransit,
thesignispackagedseparately,inasmallplasticbag. To complete setup, pop
thecircular partof the signintothehole designedfor itonthesignbase.

OperatingInstructions: Oncethe gasstationis wired toreceivea14-20volt
minimumpowersupplyfromthe transformerandthe transformeris turnedon,
simplypress theactivation button tostartthegasstationsequence.

Inordertogetthecarintothegasstationservicebay, youmustpressthe
activationbuttonto begin thecycle. Oncethe smalltabthat willcarrythe car
along its track has exitedthegas station andcometoa stop, placethecaronto
thetab. Whenyou playthereturnsequence,thecarwillbe takenintothe
garage.

Inthe beginningsequence, thegaragedoorwillopen, andyouwill hearthe
soundofthe car enginestarting. Thecarwillrollfrom thegarageto thepumps,
whichwilltriggertheservicebelltoring. Oncethecarhascometo a stop at
thegaspumps,the sound ofthepumpfillingthecarwillplay forapproximately
fiveseconds. After thepumpsoundsstop,the carwillremainatthe pumps
until theoperatorpushestheactivation button.

Whenyoupushthe activationbuttona second time,thecar engine willstartup
andthecarwillbackinto the servicebay. Oncethecarhas cometoastop,the
enginesoundswill shutdownandthebaydoorwillclose.

Youcanstopthemotionatanytimeby turning off the power orby pressing the
transformer'sdirectionbutton. Oncethepowerisrestored,thecar willreturnto
itsstartingposition within thebaywithoutsoundeffects.

•Turnthebuildingandbaseupsidedown,propping it carefully.
Removethefour (4)screwsfromthebasecoverthenliftthebase
coveroff (SeeFig.3).

•Remove theten (10)screwslocatedonthebottomofthebase. There
is noneedtoremovethegear. Note that the twoscrewsthathold the
pumpsin place are longerthantheothersandbesuretoreplace them
in thecorrectlocationwhenreassembling .

•Carefully turnthegasstationbackoverand tiltthe housingaway from
thebase. Thewiringwillremainconnected.

•Replacethelightbulbs asdescribedbelow:

: Twistthe bulbscounterclockwisethen pullto removethem.
Push inandtwistclockwisetoreplacethebulb .

: Pull thebulb outandpushthenewone intoreplaceit
.

Reassemble thegas station inthe reverseorder givenabove.
